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Rating System Guidelines

♦   Assumption is all games start out as a “5” (exemplary) – Rating system is adjusted using guidelines, written comments are always encouraged but cards must be documented and specific when a rating of 1 or 2 is used.

Exemplary-5

· Coaches

· Coach is teaching and encouraging of athletes and addresses officials in respectful manner, complimentary of game – positive mannerisms.

· Players

· Players encourage, motivate and praise teammates and treat officials and opposing team with positive sportsmanship.

· Spectators

· Fans are involved in game; comments are encouraging and clean, and represent school, community and team with class and dignity.

Above Average-4

· Coaches

· Coach is respectful of officiating, opposing team, own players.  Question calls in appropriate manner and timeline.

· Players

· Players respectful of officiating, opposing team, own teammates/coaches.

· Spectators

· Fans chanting respectful/clean cheers and showing positive school spirit.

Average-3

· Coaches

· Coach questions officiating but is understanding and respectful of calls.  Demeanor does not insight players/spectators.

· Players

· Player questions officiating only through captains, but is understanding and respectful of calls.

· Spectators

· Fans disagree with officiating but keep chants clean avoiding use of foul language and negative connotations.

Below Average-2

· Coaches

· Coach gets a technical foul/15 yard penalty/yellow card, etc.  Uses foul language.  Question integrity or judgment.

· Players

· Player gets a technical foul/15 yard penalty/yellow card.  Use of foul language.

· Spectators

· Fan chanting using foul language; fan uses foul language towards coaches, officials, opposing fans.

Unsatisfactory-1

· Coaches

· Coach gets kicked out of the game, uses continuous foul language.

· Players

· Players get kicked out of the game, out of control.

· Spectators

· A fan is removed from the stands and asked to leave premises, challenges officials or administration.
