Warm up - 

Teams may warm up in the foul territory of the outfield beginning forty-five minutes prior to game time.  During warm-ups don’t interfere with the game in progress. Starting pitchers may throw off the bullpen mounds. If the U of M plays prior to your games, wait until they are finished to warm up.  If you play the first session of the day you may enter the stadium one hour prior to game time and you might consider starting your game early.

The fifteen minutes between sessions is to be used for field maintenance and for moving into the dugouts.
The total time available for each session is 4.5 hours. (Unless extra time has been purchased)
It is very important that you do everything possible to speed up the games.  Team infield practice is part of the 4.5 hours and should be agreed to by both teams.  If you take infield, it should be five minutes in order to maximize your game time.  Consider hitting fungos between innings to maximize your time.  
The second game of all doubleheaders should start as soon as the umpires change. Umpires will change quickly. The time between games should be not more than 15-20 minutes.  Have your starting pitcher warmed up. If you complete your doubleheader and have time left, feel free to use the time to scrimmage with reserves.  
The games will have to stop at the ending times in order to keep on schedule. The current at bat can be completed.  The only exception will be for the last session of the day in which you may complete an inning if it has started with at least five minutes left in ”regulation time.”  
Leave the dugout promptly.
The team listed first on the schedule will use the third base dugout and be the first game visitors. During the second game they will be the home team.
We are not officially using the halted game rule.  However if you are playing a conference game then your conference rules apply.  If you might have an opportunity to meet at a later date you might decide at a pre-game conference to use the halted game rule.  It cannot be applied retroactively.

It is important to maintain a spirit of sportsmanship and integrity.  Please don’t take advantage of the time limit by stalling or making unnecessary pitching changes.
