· Regarding Protests...PU writes down all information on back of lineup card, inform opposing coach & Press Box who will then make an announcement to crowd that the game is currently under protest.  For a protest to be legal it must be before the very next pitch or play...pickoff attempts count as a play.  Non-con protests go to Jim Paronto while Conference protests go to the coordinator.

· Hit By Pitch...In determining whether to award 1st base on a HBP ask yourself, did the batter hit the ball or did the ball it the batter?

· Own your position – Do not get help on hit batter
· My favorite quote of the weekend..."Sometimes we just need to own our position.”

· Points of Emphasis...Pace of Play, i.e. keep hitters in the box unless they swing or the pitch forces them out of the batter's box, 5 pitches in between innings; keep them moving in and out of dugout, etc.

· Get proper angles on plays at 1st...don't always go foul when you feel pressure from 2nd baseman, unless you have no choice take a step or two into fair territory to view play at 1st, "Inside/Outside, don't take play at 1st like you would for a ball hit in the imaginary box out in front of the plate.  

· GET SET ON ALL PLAYS!!!!  We all must make a conscious effort to "Get back to basics" and remember our fundamentals.

· Mechanics...3-man crews, with the bases empty the QB will now be U1 just like you would in the 2-man system.

· 4-man crews, someone goes out on all fly balls with bases empty...with runners on base, U2 has the option of being on either side of 2nd Base.

· When to issue warnings...err on the side of protecting the student-athlete.

· Getting the call right – Appendix E – 7 times to get help…..still unclear since letter B is vague. (video – umpire went out called no catch, he got help and changed the call – not one of the 7 times you can get help!)
· If you do have to go get help from a partner, get the coach in the dugout before going and talking with your partners (video – coach was still on the field)
· Tell the coach that if we get help he can't come back out to continue argument if it doesn't get changed the way he wants it to.

· Verbal Judo...Ask for compliance, Tell them why, Offer options, Confirm, Hook-em up (?)

· Always good to have a solid pre-game with the crew to go over how we handle "Getting it Right", among other situations.

· Keep mouth shut when a coach comes out...the less we say the better off we'll be.

· Immediate dead ball on contact of catcher during back-swing or follow through...6-2d(1)(2)...return runner to base at time of pitch

· Coaches boxes and wearing helmets
·  Double Steal-Batter Interference:  If the initial throw does not retire a runner or cannot be completed due to the interference, then time is called and the interference is enforced.
· Windup: one continuous motion (video showed this well)
· Halted game rule – We need clarification with the NSIC going to 9 and 7 double-headers
· Neoprene sleeves:  both arms same length.  Same color as undershirt. Cannot be white, gray, torn or ragged
· Completion of a tag (video from this year’s MLB playoffs)
