Rules that Catchers and Plate Umpires Need to Know - Part III

In part III of this nine part series involving rules that both the catcher and plate umpires should be aware of, Ill cover tag plays and the controversial subject of the catcher blocking the plate.

Know how to Make a Legal Tag

The definition of a tag under Pro and NCAA rules is essentially the same. The Pro language reads, A Tag is the action of a fielder in touching a base with his body while holding the ball securely and firmly in his hand or glove; or touching a runner with the ball, or with his hand or glove holding the ball, while holding the ball securely and firmly in his hand or glove.

Sometimes a fielder will tag a runner with an empty glove while holding the ball in his hand. This is not a legal tag....
