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We have finally covered all of Coach John Wooden’s Pyramid of Success and reached the Summit.  We have done it with the idea of building a blueprint to reach our goals.  All of the terms that have been covered in the Pyramid bring us to the final stage and that is SUCCESS.  Jim Evans is also a builder of Successful Umpires.  I have placed their class of 2003 above to point out that many of these umpires will go on to be successful wherever they umpire.  Some have gone into professional umpiring and others continue to be successful in umpiring that is not in professional baseball.  Jim Evans’ motto is to “Build One Umpire at a Time!”  Coach Wooden’s definition of what SUCCESS is listed below.

Let’s take a look at what Coach Wooden says:  “SUCCESS is peace of mind which is a direct result of self-satisfaction in knowing you made the effort to become the best that you are capable of becoming.”

I placed this Class of 2003 of Jim Evans School above because all of those umpires have reached success at getting to become better umpires.  I wanted to put my class’ picture up there but I was not able to find it on the internet.  The earliest one was class of 2003.  My class was 2002.

I don’t have a scanner and it is really hard to get my picture in here without first scanning it in.

Next summer there will be the NASO Summit for all sports officials.  Minnesota Day will be on Saturday, July 24, 2010 at the Marriott in City Center downtown in Minneapolis.
